the tense to a future form.

e When we report questions, we should have the same/different word order
than in questions.

e In reported speech, we can use say or tell, however, tell goes with/without
object noun or pronouns (John, me, us, them, etc.).

e When using reported speech, we also have to change time markers and

pronouns/names and places.
